HOW TO TAKE A SOIL SAMPLE
·  Take a metal tube (conduit pipe)

·  Mark depth of soil test with masking tape
· 5 inches for hay, pasture, lawn
· Tillage depth for garden, tobacco, corn, etc.

·  Push (do not hammer) tube into the ground to correct marking

· Pull pipe out of the ground

· Use rebar rod or dowel rod, to push out soil “plug”

· Collect 20 plugs in a clean plastic bag

· Air dry-  DO NOT HEAT IN OVEN OR MICROWAVE

· Crumble all 20 together

· Bring a pint of “mixture” to BCCES

· Fill out correct form-Horticulture (Lawn,Garden,Orchard) vs Ag (Hay, Corn, Tobacco, etc.)
