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Small Farm Program 
Bullitt County has declining farm acreage due 

to the increasing subdivision of properties. A 

major shift has been to mini-farms of less than 

25 acres. A Farm Management Course was  

developed cumulating in a Small Farm Field 

Day.  Farm Management Course included clas-

ses in Inventoriesï

Record Keeping, 

Soils, Forages, 

Beef Production, 

Technology Re-

sources and Water 

Quality.  The Small 

Farm Field Day 

was held at Bullitt 

Central High School to allow for additional ex-

posure to high school students, students from 

Roby Elementary and their parents.  The field 

day was attended by over 450 students and 

adults.  

 

Bullitt County Homemakers  
   The Bullitt County Homemakers received a 

$300.00 KEHA grant.  The Homemakers creat-

ed and gave out 22 ñWorry Dollsò and 

ñScrapbooksò to children of military families 

during the 4th of July OMK event. 

  At the State meeting, nine  Homemakers were 

honored for contributing 115,000 volunteer 

hours to the community.  Twelve Homemakers 

competed at the state Cultural Arts contest 

bringing home 6 Blue ribbons. 

   Hosting the Louisville Area Homemaker Day 

with around 200 in attendance , they showed off 

the county with Delores Mudd presiding.  The 

ñAll about Gourdsò class was the focus of their 

Homemaker Week activities.  Two Homemak-

ers provided lessons for the Healthy Hearts 

Wear Red program of the Health Department.  

Homemakers attended the Louisville Area Cul-

tural Arts & International Day where over $600 

was raised and sent to help the Ghana project. 

 

Horticulture 
This year the Bullitt 

County Horticulture 

Program  offered a 

large variety of horti-

cultural classes.  At-

tendance in these 

programs has risen 

by 23% over the last year and we look forward 

to a continued increase in participation over the 

next year as well.  We offer instruction to home-

owners through  the Homeowners Toolbox  and 

Biodiversity in Horticulture Series.  Also of-

fered this year were series on Landscape De-

sign, Fruit Production, Advanced Master Gar-

dener Training Classes and many other individ-

ual programs. In addition to horticulture classes, 

home and commercial consultations provided 

expert advice to over 850 clients this year on 

hard to diagnose plant problems 

 

Operation Military Kids 

 The Bullitt County Family & Consumer Sci-

ence Cooperative Extension Service received a 

$500.00 Operation Military Kids (OMK) grant.  

Collaborating with the schools, community and 

retired military personnel, two events were 

held. Over 60 individuals with 36 being military 

children attended the ñFamily Fun Dayò offer-

ing games, crafts, food, face painting and exhib-

its.  At the annual Bullitt County Blast on July 

4th a special room was set up for citizens to 

write a letter or video tape a message to the sol-

diers serving our country.  Over 60 letters and 

messages were collected. Miniature photo al-

bums were created for soldiers to place in their 

helmets. In cooperation with the County  Tour-

ism, three OMK children carried the American 

flag out to begin the fireworks ceremony.
