k_popular 4H Reality Store program created in Ken-

tucky. This program focuses on 5th graders in the
school system. Students receive an allowance for a
given month and then have the opportunity to spend
that allowance at the booths provided. The Reality
Store is for 8 graders at the middle schools. They are
given an occupation, monthly salary and a number of
children. Then the students take their monthly salary
and visit booths: groceries, insurance, rent/own a home
and other booths. The programs took place at Cedar
Grove, Lebanon Junction, Nichols, Shepherdsville, Mt.
Washington Middle, and Eastside Middle and had
much success. In the future these programs are planne
to expand to other elementary and middle schools.
