Happy New Year! 

While this news will probably NOT be viewed as “Glad Tidings of Great Joy to All People” it is my responsibility to remind all of you that all Kentucky Volunteers must receive a new background check in 2010. (The UK CES Policy for Client Protection Standards and Risk Management Strategies stipulates that a new background check will be required in all years ending in a “5” or a “0.” New Background Checks must be processed between January 1 and April 19, 2010, in order for the volunteer to remain active in the program. 

New background checks must be run on every volunteer. (i.e. If a new background check was processed on December 24, 2009, then a new background check is still required. Sorry…that’s the policy.) 

The good news is that all of this can be done on-line and the turn-around time is generally less than 24 hours. Of course, if everyone waits until April 18 to process these applications, the system will be overloaded and the process will take longer. 

For those volunteers who have remained active in your county program, a new application is NOT required. However, a signed volunteer position description is required annually.
