1)      Several months have passed since you reported to us whether your 4-H entities would derive their exempt status from the Extension district or apply for 501(c)(3) status.  I am beginning to get a few messages that a 4-H entity wants to switch from what was reported earlier.

If you have an entity that would like to change from Extension district to 501(c)(3) or vice versa, let me know ASAP.  I will need to send the information to 4-H National Headquarters in order for the change to be reported to the IRS.  There is no need to reopen this discussion with entities that are satisfied with their earlier decision.  If you have no changes, no action is needed.

2)      If you have a 4-H entity that is planning to apply for 501(c)(3) status, it is to your advantage to submit the application soon.  Right now, the IRS is giving top priority to 4-H entities going through the application process.  We do not know when this window of opportunity will close.
