Cell Phones – Cell Phone recommendation for counties

1. Cell Phones area  taxable benefit according to the IRS

2. The IRS has not established the final guidelines, so following the CES money handling guidelines for reimbursements is the cleanest method. This means that any reimbursements made to the agent needs to be accompanied by an invoice.

3. Agents may provide to the board treasurer an invoice reflecting the business portion of their cell phone usage. In this case, they are only being reimbursed for expenses and will not need to receive a 1099. It will be up to the agent to retain the individual monthly statements as they are the person responsible for their own tax statement with the IRS. The board will not need to see the monthly bills, unless they have a question.

4. If the District Board provides the phone and pays all the phone bills. Agents will need to inform the District Board that a 1099 will be required for any amount provided to them for personal usage that exceeds $600. (IRS rules)

5. If the District Board provides $600 or less to the agents for business use of their cell phones. Nothing is to be reported to IRS.

*** Personal use of provided by the District Board also requires a 1099 from the District Board.

Information from Dr. Henning:

1. Agent Multistate report: Please tell the agents to expect an email from me (we do this every year) to ask for their multistate activities. This year is new in that I need to collect it for the year we are in (Federal fiscal year). We have to document that we are spending at least 10% of federal funds on m/s activities. It will be a Google survey.

2. For the Civil Rights Review, we need to collect the education level attained (high school, BA/BS, MA/MS) for all SNAPed/EFNEP program assistants, full or part time. This does not apply to program assistants in FCS, 4-H, or ANR or to clerical, only to SNAPED/EFNEP.

3. Update on the federal budget: There is some indication that our information campaigns at the national level are working. Please make the agents aware that our federal delegation has been made aware of our concerns. Agents are free to contact leaders about this issue and to ask them to make a contact on our behalf. We are also free having leaders to utilize the national eXtension social network framework for adding their ‘story’ to the conversation. A key part of any message is that UK CES understands and supports the need to fiscally responsible. We want to speak out specifically against the practice of cutting formula funds while increasing spending on competitive grants. 

4. Presidential Forums are underway – Please thank the agents for helping to host these. I am very glad that the Board of Trustees and the Search Committee are interested enough to come out to us.
