Cell Phone Issues - Survey
      – IRS Considers a taxable benefit. Some counties have been issuing 1099 forms to agents.

1. The IRS does consider a cellular phone as a taxable fringe benefit.

2. The taxpayer (the agent in this case) can lower his/her tax liability by breaking out the business from personal use monthly on the itemized bill.

3. If the agent is willing to provide that information to the accountant, it seems reasonable and consistent with IRS regulations to ask that any 1099 issued only count that portion used for personal use as a taxable benefit, given adequate documentation. 

Bottom line is that a cell phone is taxable fringe benefit, at least according to the current IRS rules.  More to come next month
