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STUDY AIDS

· Be creative in your studying.  Find what works for you and share your ideas with others.  Learn about their ideas/tricks.

· Make flash cards

· Overlearn

· Day to day studying is better then cramming.

· Learn phrases when possible since that is how language is spoken.  Example:  El carro es azul.

· Put post-it notes around the house and car.

· Carry an index card with vocabulary words and learn one or two each time you drive to or from work.

· As you drive look at numbers on signs and say the numbers out loud.

· Same goes for looking at each object and calling out its color.

· Study when you have the desire, or if you don’t seem to be retaining colors then study your numbers or something that your mind is ready for.

· Seek opportunities to practice a word or two.

· Begin by learning just small phrases -the long ones can come later.

· Acquire only the words that you will need at first, others will come later.
· It is said that you have to use/see a word seven different ways for it to become natural.  Get a mental image, physically pick up the object, say it, hear it said, see it, use it in a scenario, etc.

· When you say a word, picture it.  Mental images and mental training are very important, Olympic athletes use mental training by seeing themselves win.  

· Use word association especially on words that are similar.  El palo (stick) and la pala (shovel).  I picture hitting someone with a stick and them saying “O!”  It may seem silly, but it works.

· When you get a mental block on something like pronouncing LL as a y sound, realize that and just tell yourself, “It’s not going to change so I have to.  Just do it!”

· Some people have found Spanish lessons on tapes or CD’s or children’s books to be useful.  It is said that since children learn the easiest, we need to bring out the child in ourselves.
· Each time you want to resist something that seems frustrating, you can probably find something in English just as bad.  Example is that when you are having to learn an irregular word, realize that in English the verb “to be” has the spellings of am, are, is, were, would, etc.
· To learn a word, read it, say it out loud, say it with a different tone of voice, and picture or touch the object in different scenarios.

· Maybe incorporate a hand gesture when appropriate, such as putting a hand out when you say “Hola.”

· Keep an open and relaxed mind.

· Enjoy.

SPANISH ALPHABET
The letters of the alphabet represent the sounds used in a language.  Spanish and English use the same basic alphabet, but the letters do not always symbolize the same sounds.   In English, the system of sounding symbols is not very consistent.   Due to this reason many words are hard to spell because they are not written as they sound.    Spanish, however; is very phonetic and the words are written just the way they sound.   If you master the sounds of Spanish letters, you will find it easy to pronounce what you see written and write what you hear.
