General Signup for CRP begins March 14 ™ through April 15, 2011. Land that is being offer for
enrollment must have cropping history. Cropping history consist of land being cropped 4 out
of 6 years (2002 ¢ 2007). Contract duration is between 10 and 15 years.

BEER CATTLE TIMELY TIPS by Roy Burms, UK Beef Specialst

Spring-Calving Cows

The spring calving season should be in full swing now, top priority should be to get a live calf and ke¢p
cows in sufficient body condition to rebreed early. Calving areas should be accessible and as clean and as
free of mud as possible. Pastures which have good sod and are close to handling facilities work best.

Y Continue grass tetany prevention. Be sure that the mineral mix contains magnesium and that coys
consume adequate amounts. You can feed the UK Beef IRM High Magnesium mineral.

Y Obtain yearling measurements on bulls and heifers this month (weight
height, pelvic area, scrotal circumference, ultrasound data, etc.) if ne
for special sales. Heifers should be on target to be cycling by the sta
the breeding season.

Check cows at least twice daily and ficstif heifers more frequently tha
that. Be ready to assist those not making progress after 1 to 2 hours
hard labor. Chilled calves should be dried and warmed as soon as
possible.

Y See that each calf gets colostrum within an hour of birth, or administer colostrum (or a commercia
colostrum replacement) with an esophageal feeder, if needed.

Identify calves with eartags and/or tattoos while calves are young and easy to handle and record pirthda
and Dam ID. Commercial male calves should be castrated and implanted as soon as possible.
Registered calves should be weighed in the first 24 hours.

Watch for calf scours! If scours become a problem, move cows which have not calved to a clean|pastur
Be prepared to give fluids to scouring calves that become dehydrated. Consult your veterinarian for
advice and send fecal samples to diagnostic lab to determine which drug therapy will be most effective.
Try to avoid feeding hay in excessively muddy

Y Separate cows that have calved mulease their feedEnergy supplementation to cows receiving hay is
necessary to prepare them for rebreeding. For example, a 1250 Ib cow giving 25 Ib/day of milk wiould
need about 25 Ib of fescue hay and 5 Ib of concentrate daily to maintain condition. If you need to|go
from a condition score of 4 to 5, you will need to add about 2 more Ib of concentrate. Cows must|be in
good condition to conceive early in the upcoming breeding season.

Plan to vaccinate calves for clostridial diseases (Blackleg, Malignant Edema) as soon as possiblg. You
might choose to do this at the prebreeding working in late April or early May.
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Prepare bulls for the breeding season. Increase feed if necessary to have bulls in adequate condition fo
breeding.

Finalize plans for your spring breeding program. Purchase new bulls at least 30 days before the preedir
season demand performance records and check health history including immunizations. Use visual

evaluation and expected progeny differences| (E
semen now, if using artificial insemination.

If you have a dry, sunny day, use chhnk harrow to spread manure in areas where cattle have
overwintered. This may be done in conjunction with renovation.

Watch for lice and treat if needed.

Start thistle control. They can be a severe problem in Kentucky pastures. Chemical control m
done early to be effective.

8%. Much higher cotton prices have boosted anticipated cotton acres by 15% and limited further expansion

Eastern lTent Caterpillar Hatch

Eastern tent caterpillar (ETC) eggs, which were laid last June, are hatching just as leaf buds are swelling on

wild cherry trees. Newly hatched eggs are easy to identify by the small hole that the tiny larva chews

makes its exit. The small caterpillars will stay near the egg mass for a short time before moving to feq
panding leaves. Eggs will continue to hatch through early April, caterpillars will be active for the next

weeks.

ETC grow and develop as long as the temperature is above 37 degrees F; the warmer it is the faster
grow. Cold temperatures will slow them down but the tent and a generaheattiness of the species will
keep them from being affected drastically, even if temperatures drop below freezing at night.

ETC populations in the region appear to have been gradually increasing over the past few years, whi
pens with many insects. It is too early to tell what the 2011 level will be but it is normal for insects to
abundant in some parts of a county and at moderate to low levels in others. In about two weeks ETC
should be about the size of baseballs and easy to spot in trees. If control measures are needed to reg
numbers, steps should be taken before the caterpillars leave their trees.

Control in the landscape is best accomplished when webs are first noticed and-
vae are small. If nests are within reach, they can be removed with a stick, broo W
pruning shears. Ideally this should be done in the evening, when the larvae are, / N A7
the nest.
