(posters, power points, costumes) are not allowed.  If youôd like to enter a speech in the contest, you must complete 

the registration form and return it to the Extension Office by March 25th. 

 

Whatôs a Demonstration? 
A demonstration is when you show ñhow-toò do something, like showing and telling how to wrap a present, how to 

use a compass, or how to decorate a cookie.  Demonstrations should be between 5 to 15 minutes long, and visual 

aids and props are recommended.  A list of demonstration categories is available at the Extension Office.  If youôd 

like to enter a demonstration in the contest, you must complete the registration form and return it to the Extension 

Office by March 25th.
