4-H Drama Club – Gives members the opportunity to produce and participate in a play for a live audience.
4-H Teen Council – Demonstrates leadership abilities to teens who participate in decision-making. 
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ANIMAL SCIENCES
Animal Sciences will teach youth how to select and evaluate livestock.  Members will learn how to select, handle, feed and take care of their animal.  A record will be kept so the 4-Her can determine the expenses of raising an animal.  At the end of the project, a profit/loss statement will be needed for the project.
Meat animals include beef, dairy cattle, feeder calves, dairy goats, meat goats, poultry, rabbits, sheep and swine.  Livestock orientation is mandatory.  
Other animal clubs include cats, dogs and horses.  Members will learn to train and care for their animals.
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FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCES
Be the E Club – Gives members an opportunity to be entrepreneurs, creating and selling a product of their choice
Childcare Club – Teaches members to provide proper care for children
Crochet Club – Teaches members the basic skills to complete a crochet project-example: scarf, hat, etc.  We learn different crochet stitches, how to read patterns and yard labels and how to select the proper yarn for a project.  As the member advances, the projects and stitches advance as well.
Drawing – Instructs members in different techniques of drawing and shading.
Needlepoint – Teaches members to complete projects skillfully using needlepoint.
Scrapbooking – Members learn to create scrapbooks that are neat, meaningful and memorable
Sewing Club – Teaches members on a variety of skill levels how to sew basic patterns and complete projects
No Sew Club – Allows members to complete projects without using a needle and thread
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HEALTH AND NUTRITION
Culinary Champions – Six instructional hours preparing meals, learning how to economically shop for food and understand the food pyramid in order to offer healthy meals
Health Rocks – A program where teens and adults partner to develop and implement strategies to teach children how to understand the decision making process in order to reduce tobacco, alcohol and illegal drug usage among youth.  Emphasis is on healthy lifestyle.
Jump into Food & Fitness – Emphasis on nutrition, food safety and physical fitness in order to teach children the importance of maintaining a healthy lifestyle.
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NATURAL RESOURCES
	Archery – Teaches members the skill of shooting a bow and arrow safely and accurately.
	Bees – Teaches members the contributions bees make for our well being.  You do not have to have a bee hive to join.
	Forestry – Instructs members to observe varieties of trees in Kentucky and to gather leaves for a collection.
	Geology – Gives members the opportunity to study different types of rocks and gather specimens off Kentucky rocks to make a shadow box collection.
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	Entomology – Members will learn how to make an insect collection, learn where to look for insects and how to identify and classify insects.
	Horticulture – Teaches members about plants and flowers, allows them to assemble this into wreaths and other art projects.
	Riflery – Instructs members in the skill of shooting a rifle safely and accurately.
	Wildlife Management – Members learn how to keep wildlife at a desirable level by trapping and then processing the pelts.

SCIENCE, ENGINEERING AND TECHNOLOGY
	Electricity – Teaches members to appreciate electricity as a powerful but useful component to electrical devices that they assemble.
	Photography – Instructs members in the art of taking photographs properly and displaying them as artwork.	
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Robotics – Gives members the opportunity to learn how robots work and put them together using Legos and expertise.
	Small Engines – Instruction on how small engines (lawn mowers, snow blowers, go carts, model airplanes, ATV’s) work and how to keep them running.
	Wood Science – Teaches members the techniques of making wood items.
