A few 
do have registration fees. There are opportunities 
like fundraisers and the county fair for members 
to raise money for the camps and field trips that 
we offer.  During our County Showcase on 
March 22, 4-H members can earn $75 for  
summer camp or other field trips in one night.  
Some clubs like Horse and Shooting Sports do 
require membership dues, but these are very  
affordable.  To be a member in Green County, 
every youth must complete an enrollment form 
each year.
