Thinking of buying a television for the holid# Then
think digital, especially if you get your service\an an-
tenna. On Feb. 17, 2009, the nation will end aroéema-
log television and switch to all-digital broadcasts

What this means is you will have to select ohtree
options to continue to receive television receptéier
this date if you are using an antenna. Optionsigel
switching to cable, satellite, or another pay smrvbuying
a new digital television; or keeping your existiiig and
buying a television converter.

Converter boxes began appearing in retaiesttis
year. They are about the size of a hardcover bowikyect
easily to your television and allow the all-digisiginals to
display on your existing TV set.

You can contact the National Telecommunication
formation Administration at the U.S. Departmentaim-
merce to request two free $40 coupons to use tenbed
purchase of converter boxes. The coupons will lmeldor
90 days. These coupons will be available througindk
31, 2009. NTIA will only ask for the name, addressl
number of coupons requested. To request a couptin, ¢
888-388-2009 or visit http://www.dtv.gov.
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The transition from analog to digital is
important to the nation, because digital
broadcasting is more efficient than the cur-
rent “analog” technology: fewer airwaves
currently used for broadcasting are needed to
provide improved programming to consum-
ers. Some of the airwaves will be given to the
nation’s firefighters and police to better commuatécwith
each other during emergencies. Other parts ofettuerred
spectrum will be auctioned off to provide innovatiwvire-
less broadband services to consumers.

Cable and satellite customers should not Ipaated
by the digital transition. So consumers who halevte
sions hooked up to a cable or satellite serviceatmeed
a converter box.

For consumers who have an extra antenna-tdi\n
set in the kid's bedroom, office or den, a convegene
option to ensure these sets work after Feb. 179.200

Don't let this change catch you or someone Kroaw
by surprise. Request and use the coupons to bag-a ¢
verter so your “over-the-air” viewing of TV will cainue
without interruption.
