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Motivation and the use of incentives are important to positive youth
development. 4-H Youth Development programs provide opportunities for
creativity in a learn-by-doing environment and encourage youth to become
involved in projects and activities.

The 4-H Honors Program is intended to recognize 4-H participants who
have outstanding accomplishments and to provide incentive for youth to
increase their knowledge, skills and abilities. Every effort is made to make
this 4-H program inclusive to all eligible youth.
