WHAT TO BRING
TO 4-H SUMMER CAMP

BEDDING: Sleeping Bag or 3-Blankets-and-Sheet Bedroll
Pillow and Pillow Case

Extra Blanket if needed

CLOTHES: Jeans or Shorts (No "short” shorts.)

Shirts and Tee Shirts ("Logo" shirts with
references to alcohol, tobacco, drugs, or vulgar
language are not allowed.)

Swimwear (Shirts and shorts are to be worn over
swimsuits to and from swimming pool or lake. This
applies to both males and females.)

Socks

Underwear

Sweatshirt (for cool evenings)

Jacket and Hat (for sunny days and sunburn
prevention) and/or Hooded rain-repellant jacket (in
case of rain)

Tennis Shoes and Sandals with back straps.
(Flip-flop sandals should not be worn because they
tend to wear out due to the terrain at camp.)
Sleepwear (pajamas)

TOILETRIES: Bath Towel and Beach Towel (for pool area)
Soap/shampoo

Washcloth/Sponge

Toothbrush and Toothpaste

Brush/comb

Lip Salve (Chapstick)

Deodorant

Sunscreen (This is highly recommended!)

PLEASE LIMIT YOUR LUGGAGE TO ONLY ONE (1) SUITCASE, LABEL ALL CLOTHING AND
PERSONAL ITEMS WITH YOUR NAME AND COUNTY. DO NOT BRING A PLASTIC GARBAGE
BAG STUFFED WITH YOUR CLOTHING, PERSONAL ITEMS, SLEEPING BAG, ETC. THESE TEND



TO TAKE UP A LOT OF SPACE AND BY THE END OF CAMP WEEK ARE NOT USEABLE. ONLY
BRING AS MUCH AS YOU CAN CARRY!l YOU WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR YOUR OWN

THINGS!
WHAT NOT TO BRING

DO NOT BRING radios/electronics; cellular phones jewelry: knives or guns; fans;
too much money; valuables, archery equipment; or fireworks:

. Radio, headphones, digital musical players (I-pods, MP-3 players), and
other electronic devices that are a distraction to your involvement in
camp activities. These are easily broken, stolen or lost.

. Water snorkels are not allowed in the swimming pool or pool area.
. Water pistols, weapons of any kind are not allowed.

. Fireworks are strictly prohibited.

. Shaving cream unless used for personal grooming. Used in other

manners, it fends to deface property and cause problems.

. Fishing rods, rifles, bow and arrows are provided by the camp for
educational purposes during class and program times.
