Mold on Curing
Tobacco

Specialist
The presence of mold on cured tobacco can
significantly reduce the quality and marketability
of the crop. Mold growth is a fairly common
problem that occurs during extended periods of
high humidity (>70% RH) at temperatures
anywhere between 50 afeDF. However, mold
growth typically increases as the temperature
increases. Most species of mold are ubiquitous
organisms that can grow almost anywhere if
favorable conditions exist. Like most living
organisms, mold needs a source of free water and
food in order to grow. Any source of simple
carbon and protein with favorable salts can serve
as a food source for mold and any humid
environment where organic materials remain
moist for more than 24 hours will provide free
water for mold growth. Tobacco hanging in a
curing barn during extended periods of high
humidity can provide an ideal environment for
mold growth.
